Large areas of the resort’s grounds are covered with remnant forest that 
are protected with margin and buffer planting that protects the natural 
environment and four hectares of cleared land has been revegetated as  
a koala habitat.

Apart from adding to the tranquility of the resort’s setting, the lagoon 
system also acts as a series of sedimentation ponds for the treatment  
of storm water and a storm water management plan has now been 
completed as well as a flora and fauna study which details the existing 
environment.
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Further greening initiatives include the recycling of glass, cardboard and 
batteries and replacement of incandescent light bulbs with low energy 
fluorescents and replacement of shower heads with low volume units.

Novotel Pacific Bay Resort Coffs Harbour has 170 resort rooms and self 
contained spa suites all with private balconies with views of the ocean, 
lagoon, gardens or golf course.
